The KAP ʻtime of change,  ̓
however, started in August.  Dr. Barbara Burch, the 
WKU Provost (sheʼs our ultimate academic boss) and 
Dr. John Burke, Director of the Kentucky Autism Train-
ing Center, Dr. Sam Evans, several parents and our staff 
met at The Kelly Autism Center.  This was the first time 
Dr. Barbara Burch had the opportunity to visit the newly 
remodeled facility and speak with our staff.  The facility 
was remodeled under the direction of Dr. Marty Boman 
(that special education touch) so that KAP could begin 
following TEEACH best practice of utilizing structured 
teaching.  The facility now has 4 learning modules and 
a sensory center, as well as space for small group activi-
ties.
Dr. Barbara Burch also had an opportunity to speak 
with the KAP staff.  She was impressed as they shared 
with her the importance of what they were learning and 
how it was preparing them for their future careers.  The 
Provost said she was also impressed both with how 
the students were treated as staff, and the collaboration 
between Special Education and Communication Disor-
ders, as the student-staff are majors in those disciplines.  
She made additional comments, which reflected well on 
the program and its growth potential.  The Kelly Autism 
program is indeed a model of collaboration both within 
the university and with the community.
